Two matters relating to the Recreation Ground vadgseussed at the last Full Council Meeting in Fabyu

One item related to the high volume of complaietseived from members of the public and footbalhtgeiring
the football pitch, about some dog owners who vbeteaving irresponsibly, by either parking theirscarthe
Recreation Ground Car Park and letting their dogsrthe Recreation Ground unattended or who were in
general allowing their dogs to roam long distare&ay from them off of their leads. Subsequentgsthdogs
have been fouling the Recreation Ground and owarersiot present to collect the dog litter and placethe
dog litter bins provided, as is a requirement efldw. Some responsible dog owners have also iexged
problems, with their dogs being attacked by thexgsdllowed to stray far from their owners. ThedPa
Council is currently looking into methods to helgeecome this problem by increasing the signage and
monitoring of the Recreation Ground. It is alseastigating the possibility of upgrading the cutr€cTV
system in the Recreation Ground, which will notydmélp to collect the relevant data of offendemsprider that
action may be taken against them, but will alsq ldelter vandals who operate in the area.

Another item discussed was the provision of a pradootball goal post, to overcome the problenthefgoal
mouths being ruined by youths generally practisinghe pitch, subsequently deeming the pitch dofiplay by
football teams paying to hire it from the Paristu@cl. Members voted in favour of purchasing acpca goal
post, which has since been ordered and should bibpbé received and installed in the near future.
